Coiner of Term "Aerospace" Dies at 92: Francis 
William Jennings, long-time USAF civilian 
information officer, who many believe was the 
inspiration for the term "aerospace," died Aug. 16,  
2009, at age 92. Born in 1917 in Montana, 
Jennings served first in the Army as an active 
duty information officer and then as a civilian 
with the Army, DOD, and lastly, starting in 1954, 
the Air Force, for which he helped establish the 
service's internal information program. He 
transferred his Reserve commission to the Air 
Force, retiring as a lieutenant colonel in 1972. He  
retired from the USAF civilian workforce in 1985 
and continued to write, penning "Genesis of the 
Aerospace Concept," for Air Power History  in 
2001. (Read more in this obituary  published in the 
San Antonio Express-News ) Air Force Magazine Daily 
Report August 21,2009.

AIR FORCE ACADEMY BEST IN WESTERN U.S. 
From AFA Magazine Daily Report, August 24, 2009 

Do the Math: US News & World Report has named 
the US Air Force Academy the best baccalaureate 
college in the western region of the US for the 
third year in a row in its "America's Best 
Colleges" 2010 rankings. The academy also tied 
for having the sixth best undergraduate 
engineering program overall in the country, 
including placing second in aeronautical and 
astronautical engineering; second in electrical, 
electronic, and communications engineering; and 
second in mechanical engineering. "We are very 
proud of the rankings that we have received. 
These national public rankings are indeed a 
source of pride," said Brig. Gen. Dana Born , 
USAFA's dean of faculty, in a release  Aug. 20. 
USN&WR evaluated universities that offer only 
undergraduate degrees and based its criteria on 
factors such as student-faculty ratio, percentage 
of full-time faculty, acceptance rate, class size, 
and freshman retention rates. ( USN&WR rankings )
